The FA is set to hold assessments for the North East Centre of Excellence.  The aim of these assessments is to identify talented players with a disability in the following impairment groups: Cerebral Palsy, Partially Sighted, Hearing Impaired, Amputee and Learning Disability, who could potentially progress to wear the ‘Three Lions’ in European or World Championships.

Individuals being invited or nominated to attend may not have previously been aware of the opportunity to represent their country or aware that they classify for one of the representative teams.
